Members will be aware that Council at its last meeting on 28 June
appointed Members to serve on its Committees for the 2021/22 civic
year.

At that meeting, Councillor Anne Welburn was appointed to serve on the
Governance and Audit Committee.

The membership rules of that Committee, as set out on page 9 of Part
IV of the Constitution, state : -

The Leader of the Council, Leader of the Opposition, the Chairman of the
Overview and Scrutiny Committee and the Chairman of the Standards Sub-
Committee may be required to attend this committee but may not be appointed
toit.

At that same meeting Councillor Welburn, was also re-affirmed as the
Chairman of the Standards Sub-Committee, her appointment to the
Governance and Audit Committee was therefore unconstitutional.

Councillor Welburn has indicated that she will retain her position on the
Standards-Sub Committee, resigning from the Governance and Audit
Committee, which has resulted in a vacancy.

The vacancy sits within the Administration Group’s committee seat
allocations, but it is the responsibility of Council to make appointments
to Committee Memberships.

As such Council are asked to appoint Councillor Mrs Caralyne Grimble
to serve on the Governance and Audit Committee for the remainder of
the 2021/22 Civic Year.
